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This course focuses on writing the MA and PhD thesis.
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This two-semester course is designed to help students enhance their critical
thinking and academic writing skills to assist in the writing of their MA theses
in English. Students will be shown how to produce a robust, tightly argued thesis
that conforms to academic principles and follows MLA style closely. The course is
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comprised of a mixture of targeted workshop sessions, student-led presentations,
discussion, and individual tutorials.

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In this course, we will focus mainly on the second language acquisition of children

and on teaching a second language in the classroom. The English language learning

environment of children at the elementary schools in Japan is expected to change in

the next few years. We will reflect on what is happening now in Japan as we consider
various aspects of teaching a second language to children.
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English will become a subject for the 5th and 6th graders (two hours a week),
starting in the year 2020. The 3rd and 4th graders will study “foreign language
activities” (once a week). In this course, we will try to find out how we can make up
for the limited amount of input that children receive in learning English in Japan.
We will focus on teaching materials that may help the teacher, as well as on teacher
talk that is essential in teaching a foreign language to children in the classroom.
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
